Description of Faculty workshops 
Books, databases and more: an introduction to Touro Libraries’ resources and online services 

This workshop is designed to give faculty members a general introduction to the Library’s research resources, particularly online journals, e-books and licensed research tools. Library services such as library tutorials, course reserves, interlibrary loans, and instant messaging (chat) are also explored.
Finding articles & e-journals in-depth

This hands-on workshop will cover searching for articles and journals online in greater detail. You will find full-text e-journals, historical newspaper articles, scholarly/peer-reviewed articles, book reviews, and dissertations in library databases, as well as learn the use of Citation Linker and Google Scholar to link back to the Touro library databases.
E-Reserves & copyright for educators

E-Reserves (electronic reserves) is a web-based tool used to easily distribute required readings of articles and book chapters to authorized students. Part of this workshop will cover searching for course reserves via the library’s website; the requirements for filing with the Copyright Clearance Center (CCC) and placing reserves online. The second part of the class emphasizes the importance of copyright compliance and fair use in the academia, and how E-reserves assists us in avoiding copyright infringement in the academia.  

Noodle Tools

Noodle Tools is a bibliography generator that helps compiling bibliographies in MLA, APA and Chicago/Turabian styles. It complies with the rules of the current manuals for each style. Noodle Tools helps with the punctuation, alphabetization and formatting of the various citation styles, and produces a polished source list that can be downloaded as a Word document. In this hands-on class, we will learn how to generate, edit and create a sample bibliography list. Additional features such as note-taking on e-index cards and sharing the bibliography list with your class will be explored. 

Battling plagiarism and cyber-plagiarism: A library and faculty collaboration

Based on a 2005 study from the Center of Academic Integrity, forty percent of nearly 50,000 undergraduate students acknowledged plagiarizing from the Internet. Seventy seven of those who had plagiarized did not see their act as a serious issue (Badke, 2007). 

This one time workshop will review factors that contribute to plagiarism, such as lack of research skills and the use of generic assignments. It will offer a collaborative exploration of different strategies and unique assignments to deter, detect and deal with this wide-spreading problem in today’s academia.
