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Course Description: 

Survey of the Asian American community. Areas include social, religious, political, and economic institutions, with emphasis on the contributions of the Asian American community in New York City.
Course/Developmental Objectives: 

· To distinguish between the traditional and contemporary roles held Asian Americans.
· To clarify the status of specific Asian American groups, e.g., Chinese, Korean, Japanese, Indian, Filipino, and Pacific Islander Americans in New York.

· To familiarize students with research methods that would enable them to pursue developments in their own community.

Course/Institutional Objectives

To foster a richer understanding and appreciation of our students’ own heritages and a respect for the heritage of others, and to work towards more harmonious relationships between different groups, particularly in the greater New York metropolitan community; to enhance critical thinking and foster communication skills.
Course Content: 

· To introduce and expound analytical models of Asian American groups from the 20th century to the present.
· To review American immigration laws and history, and their influence on the Asian-American experience.

· To describe the social services available to Asian Americans in the New York metropolitan area.

· To uniquely identify disparate Asian American populations.
· To point to current issues bearing on the Asian American community, including higher education, family values, intermarriage, occupations and employment, income and poverty, mass media characterizations, naturalization, corporate representation, and politics.
