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COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Uses camera and photographic processes as vehicles for artistic expression, perceptual discovery, and design. Explores traditional and experimental use of photographic processes. Students provide their own cameras and basic materials. Lab fee.

COURSE OBJECTIVES:
• Develop skills in product, fashion, journalistic, and fine arts photography

• Learn creative experimentation with photography for graphic design

• Learn electronic imaging essentials Scanning, image capture and various hard copy printing techniques

• Provide a thorough knowledge of conventional and digital photography, including historical and aesthetic concerns

• Provide students with practical and in-depth knowledge of cameras, exposure, film processing and printing

COURSE CONTENT:
• Create photographic images using both natural and artificial light

• Practice the craft, technology and aesthetics of photography by exploring creative possibilities and developing a personal vision

• Understand camera vision, equipment and technique; black and white, color and alternative processes

• Using photographic applications of digital technology

COURSE REQUIREMENTS, GRADING AND ATTENDANCE:
• Grades will be based on finished projects and the successful completion of classroom, outside assignments, and final project.

• Attendance is critical for the successful completion of the course work and must comply with college requirements.

METHODOLOGY:
• All classes are lecture, text and studio oriented.

• The student is responsible for reading all of the materials that will be directly related to the class assignment.

• Students are responsible for finishing all class and homework assignments by the end of the semester.
