Course Description

The course material and instruction for MCO 105, Internet Tools and Web Page Design, are delivered via the Internet and the World Wide Web.  This class is designed for non-computer science majors as a hands-on approach to working with a number of Internet tools and it teaches the basics of Web page design.  Students are introduced to the HTML language and its accompanying formatting tags; special attention is given to the practical application of the Web for conducting research and for constructing a thematically linked series of web pages that can be published during the semester.  Students learn to construct web pages based on an approved research topic as they are given a number of assignments and exercises that involve the various services of Internet (discussion groups, chat, mailing lists, listservs, ftp, telnet, among others).  Students must complete all of their work and do their readings by the assigned due dates.  Students are responsible for their own work and they are expected to maintain regular communication with the instructor and the rest of the class via the class discussion board.  At the end of the semester, students must attend a final class meeting in person and take a final exam to receive proper credit for this course.

Assignments

· Personal Statement. Each student will write a brief personal statement and discuss their academic and research interests as they relate to this class. Students will enter this information from a World Wide Web interface and then forward their work to the instructor via the Internet. 

· Data and Information Exchange. Each student will complete a number of on-line and off-line exercises associated with the topics presented to them. Students will then forward their work to the instructor via the Internet. 

· Internet Tools. Students will complete a number of exercises and assignments that involve working with various protocols and services of the Internet that include: 

· discussion groups and chat

· ftp 

· listservs 

· newsgroups 

· telnet

· Discussion Board. On a weekly basis, each student will write a brief summary of their readings, exercises and assignments and submit this information to the online course discussion board. 

· Internet Topics.  Students are responsible for reading through a list of Internet-related vocabulary words and completing a combination of activities.  

· Personal Web Page. Each student will create a personal Web page to achieve a basic level of familiarity with HTML (Hypertext Markup Language).  

· Enhanced Personal Web Page. Each student will enhance their personal web page to demonstrate an even greater level of familiarity with HTML. Student’s will then self-publish their work on the World Wide Web using FTP or another file transfer system. 

· Interactive Web Page. Each student will add a graphic image to their web page and republish their work on the World Wide Web.  Students will also add research content and five relevant hyperlinks to their web page.

· Final Project. For the final project, students will further demonstrate their HTML skills by constructing and publishing a research website; students will link relevant URLs from the Web and work their research content into a series of thematically linked web pages.
